Michel 0'Haco

Michel “Mike” Joseph O’Ha-
co, 81, died June 3, 2001, while
working on his family ranch in
Winslow.

A successful Winslow cattle
rancher and farmer, Mr. O'Ha-
co was born on March 1, 1920,
in Phoenix. His parents were
sheep farmers and natives of
the Basque Pyrenees, the
rugged country nestled be-
tween France and Spain.

He was a veteran of World
War II and suffered four com-
bat wounds serving in the inva-
sions of Italy, southern France
and in Nazi Germany. His re-
covery in Army hospitals took
two years and he met his future
wife Teresa at a California hos-
pital. Nurse and patient were
married in Carmel in 1946 and
eventually became parents to

raising Hereford cattle on the
0'Haco’s 60,000-acre Chevel-
on Butte Ranch.

O'Haco was a civic leader in
the Winslow area, serving as
chairman of the Nnv;bCounty
Fair Commission, director of
the Northermn Arizona Cattle
Growers Association, and as a
member of the Winslow City

culture Lifetime Achievement
Award in 1993, and was elect-
ed Hereford Man of the Year
by the Hereford Association in
1995 and Cattleman of the
Year in 1997 by the Arizona
Cattlemen’s Association.

He is survived by his wife,
Teresa O'Haco; daughters
Kathleen O’Haco, Karen O'Ha-
co, Tess O’Haco Densmore and
